Curricular Competency:  Historical Perspective

TASK:
You will select 3 photos, tell the story connected to that photo and include this primary source evidence in your analysis of Canada’s multicultural identity.

1.  My story
a. choose a photo relevant to your life
b. Explanation:  tell your story/ the significance of the photo

2.  Story beyond my life
a. interview an adult:  gain a story from before you were born
NOTE:  record the interview – must have a TYPED TRANSCRIPT of the interview
b. choose/ ask them for a photo that connects to this story

3. Aldergrove Story
a. choose photo from Archives or ACSS yearbooks
b. [bookmark: _GoBack]tell the story of that photo – what is it?  Why is it significant?  What does it tell us about our community?
